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CST: CRIME SCENE TNVESTTGATION

"Tn the Drink"

TEASER

FADE IN:

EXT. SKYLINE - DAY

CAMERA DOES A FLY BY OVER the Las Vegas Strip at daybreak...
Gliding PAST The New York - New York and its homage to the
Statue of Liberty. From Lady Liberty's torch, we BREAK
RIGHT, going "off" the Strip -- down Tropicana Avenue.
Finally, we KAMIKAZE onto... Lake Mead.

EXT. LAKE MEAD - DAWN

A calm and placid morning, especially on the lake. The
rising sun reveals two kayvakers-- the only people on the
water. KAYAKER #1 is a few boat lengths ahead of KAYAKER #2.

KAYAKER #1
Locks like I'm the one getting the
free breakfast today!

Kayaker #1 gloats and paddles ahead. He nudges something
golid with his paddle, but doesn't notice.

Kayaker #2 picks up the pace, determined not to lose.

KAYAKER #2
It's never gonna happen. You know I
own the home stretch.

The object nudged by Kayaker #1 has surfaced. Kayaker #2
stops her boat and gapes openly at the object, fear and
revulgion fighting for control of her expression.

KAYAKER #2 (CONT'D)
Oh my God.
(beat)
Mike, wait.

Kayaker #1 looks back at his companion. She is transfixed by
something.

KAYAKER #2 (CONT'D)
Mike, call 911!

We see what Kayaker #2 sees: the body of ELIZABETH MOLITOR,
bebbing in the lake.

SMASH CUT TO:
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EXT. LAKE MEAD - DAY

An hour later. Peace and guiet are long gone, as the shore
swims with squad cars, bar lights flashing. GRISSOM and
CATHERINE weave through the hubbub, lugging their field
kits.

CAPTATIN BRASS and another DETECTIVE take statements from the
kayakers, who still lock shaken. Brass notices Grissom and
Catherine and excuses himself from the grcup.

Gil & Catherine duck under the crime scene tape and are met
by Brass.

CATHERINE
What do we have?

Brass leads them toward the shore, where the body lies on a
gurney.

BRASS
Female, early 30s, no ID. Swimmer.
Could have caught a cramp and
drowned.

Brases pointes out the kavyakers.

BRASS (CONT'D)
The couple discovered her while
kayvaking, about a mile west of
Black Island. The guy nudged the
body with his paddle, and she
surfaced. The girl was behind him,
she saw the body first.

They arrive at the body, and Gil crouches down to look at
it.

CATHERINE
Have any perscnal effects been
found on the shore?

BRASS
Nothing yet. Still combing. We'll
let you know if we find anything.

Catherine node. Brass goesg back to the kayakers, and
Catherine snaps photos of the body.

GRISSOM
She hasn't been in the water very
long, maybe three hours.
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CONTINUED:

CATHERINE
A moonlight swim? Two miles from
shorev?

Catherine and Grissom exchange a look, then focus more
closely on the body. There is a bruise on her forehead and
bruises on her bkack.

CATHERINE (CONT'D)
That looks like a handprint.

Catherine snaps a photo of the victim's back.

GRISSOM
It could just be damage to the
shoulder girdle sustained while the
victim was thrashing around in the
water.

Catherine uses her hand to demonstrate the presence of a
handprint larger than her own.

CATHERINE
Grissom, it's a hand. She was
drowned somewhere else, then dumped
in the lake.

GRISSOM
That's the problem with drownings.
It's not always possible to tell if
it was accidental, or--

CATHERINE
The perfect murder.

MATN TITLES.

FADE OUT.

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ACT ONE

FADE IN:

INT. CORONER'S OFFICE - AUTOPSY ROOM A

Elizabeth Molitor's body, complete with ¥ incision, is
splayed out on the slab, covered with a sheet. Catherine and
Grissom hover over the body, outfitted in their lab coats.
Everyone's favorite M.E., DR. AL ROBBINS, joins them.

DR. ROBBINS
Cause of death is suffocation due
to immersion of the mouth and
nostrils in water.

GRISSOM
Drowning.

DR. ROBEINS

Yeg. Time of death is approximately
3:00 AM.

Catherine peers down at the body on the glab. Degpite the
trappings of a drowning death, this girl locks somehow
familiar.

CATHERINE
Do we have an ID?

DR. ROBEINS
No, she's still a Jane Doe. And a
feisty one at that. She put up
guite a struggle with her
assailant.

Catherine gives Grissom an "I told you so" look. Grissom is
completely focused on the DB, and oblivious to Catherine.

Dr. Robbins points out the pinkish fcoam around Elizabeth's
mouth.

DR. ROBBINS (CONT'D)
This foam was found in her mouth,
nostrils, trachea and main bronchi,
indicating that she was alive when
she went in the water. It's tinged
pink with blood from tears in the
alveolar walls. Upon further
investigation, I also found vomit
in her esophagus, signs of agcnal
inhalatiocn.
